·� Costumes will be checked by That Game Convention Staff for security and safety�
purposes.  All 20th and 21st century costumes or uniforms are prohibited from the�
convention.  Uniforms of attendees currently on active police or military duty are�
exempt, assuming they are properly attired.  There are NO weapons or weapon�
props of any sort permitted at the Convention.�

·� Selling of any kind will not be allowed in the municipal building.  All selling of�
products and/or services is restricted to That Game Convention authorized Dealers.�
The sale of anything without the consent of convention management may result in�
the removal of the individual from the convention WITHOUT refund.�

·� Un-sportsmanlike conduct (I.e. Cheating at games, breaking any game/convention/�
venue rules, rowdiness, or failure to conduct oneself in a mature manner) will be�
grounds for removal from the convention WITHOUT refund.�

·� Breaking any law, including but not limited to stealing, harassment, assault or public�
drunkenness will be grounds for removal from the convention WITHOUT refund,�
and may lead to the involvement of local law enforcement.�

·� There are no drugs permitted in the convention gaming areas.�
·� All children under the age of 12 are required to be accompanied by an adult at all�

times.�
·� That Game Convention management reserves the right to deny admission to any�

person and/or remove anyone from the convention WITHOUT refund for ANY�
lawful reason.�

·� In addition, the Borough of Lemoyne Municipal Building has the following rules:�
·� Borough property may not be removed from the building at any time�
·� Alcoholic Beverages are NOT permitted on the premises�
·� Tobacco products WILL NOT be used in the building or on the premises�
·� Loud noise and music are NOT permitted.�
